What is the Purpose of the notebook?  The purpose of the interactive notebook is to enable students to become independent thinkers and writers.  The interactive notebook will be used for class notes as well as other activities where students will be asked to express their own ideas as well as interpret information presented in the classroom.

How should my notebook be organized?   The notebook cover will have – 3 Words, 3 Pictures, and 3 Quotes that is designed by the student.  It will be organized into a left side, right side orientation. The left side of your notebook will be used for a variety of fun and interactive activities, including homework.  This side should be a place where students can express creatively and artistically inspired ideas.  The left side will allow students to demonstrate their understanding of new ideas.  The right side of your notebook is for information provided by the instructor such as class, discussion, or reading notes and handouts with new information.  All assignments will be clearly assigned to the left or right side by instructor.

How will my notebook be graded?  Notebooks will be collected and graded about every four weeks, except at the beginning of the year, when they will be collected after two weeks.  Notebooks will be graded on thoroughness, quality, neatness, organization, and visual appeal.  Each entry in the notebook should be titled and dated.  Students will know the value of each individual assignment in the notebook and those grades will be posted in the table of contents.  

What happens if I am absent?  If a student is absent it is their responsibility to check the master calendar posted and updated daily for any and all missing assignments, students then look in the assignment box for the assignment.  Students have two days in which to complete missing assignments upon their return to school.
